· The 2011-2012 FEDS 201 team applicants may have interviews beginning June 14.  You will be contacted if interviews are required.
· If you are chosen to be a member of FEDS 201, you MUST attend summer team meetings Monday evenings, 6:00 pm – 9:00 pm and fall team meetings Thursday evenings, 6:00 pm  - 9:00 pm at RHS.
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:
· Attendance at after school activities and Saturday events is required for team members.  Attendance will be taken.  Excessive absences will result in the student not being allowed to attend a competition or dismissal from the team. 
· Students may be removed from the team by consensus of the mentors and teacher for lack of participation or behavior that is not appropriate.

· During meetings and competitions students will follow the rules of conduct for behavior and all procedures as required by the Student Code of Conduct.  Violation will result in discipline measures as decided by the mentors/teachers.  If at a distant site, the student may be sent home at the expense of the parents.

· Safety is tantamount.  All students will follow the directives of the mentors/teachers at all times.  Questions regarding these directives are to be done in private conversation with mentors/teachers.

· Any team member receiving a referral or suspension from school for reasons not related to the team may be subject to a review for possible dismissal from the team.

· Students must maintain acceptable grades in order to travel and/or participate with the team.  No individual class grade may be below 70%.  Team members will be required to provide regular grade updates throughout the season.  Students whose grades fall below 70% will meet with Mrs. Rosell to discuss a plan of corrective action; failure to improve will result in removal from the team.
· Class grades must be maintained at or above expected levels (above).  Student grades take priority over robotics.
· All Student team members are required to pay a non-refundable club fee (payable to RCS) of $30, by October 26th , and a registration fee of $100 (which will assist in paying for the team’s 2011/12 FIRST competition fees, due Monday Jan 11, 2012).  Contact Mrs. Rosell for payment arrangments if hardship conditions exist.

· Transportation for after school activities is to be provided by parent or student.  
· Regional and National event transportation will be arranged by the team.   Students NOT allowed to drive to off campus events.
